ACCORD ON PROFESSIONALISM

IN ARCHITECTURE

BETWEEN

THE KOREAN INSTITUTE OF ARCHITECTS

AND

THE AMERICAN INSTITUTE OF ARCHITECTS

WHEREAS:

· the Korean Institute of Architects is the professional body for Architects in the Republic of Korea;

· the American Institute of Architects is the professional body for Architects in the United States of America;

RECOGNIZING THAT:

· architects throughout the Republic of Korea and the United States of America seek integrity, professionalism, and competence in the practice of architecture and offer society the skills and stewardship necessary to develop and protect the built environment;

· architects formulate and assess curricula and content of courses in architectural education, and of courses in initial and continuing professional development to meet both Society's and the profession's own needs;

· architects participate in or control the establishment and maintenance of standards for architectural registration and licensing;

· registration with member registration bodies, and  membership of professional organizations or Chapters is open to architects duly qualified under applicable local or national statutes or regulations;

KIA AND AIA:

· share the desire to: promote understanding and fellowship between architects in the Republic of Korea and the United States of America;  promote the profession's aesthetic, professional, scientific, social and technical effectiveness;  advance standards of architectural education, training and practice; provide leadership in the construction sector to promote a better environment for human life and global protection;  and make the profession of ever-increasing service to society;  

· acknowledge and affirm the basic principles of professionalism contained in the main body of the "Accord on Recommended International Standards of Professionalism in Architectural Practice" adopted by the International Union of Architects (UIA) at the XXI UIA Assembly of June 1999 at Beijing, China, and agree that the Accord should serve as a point of reference for their continuing discussions;
· affirm their commitment to multilateral cooperation through participation in and support of the activities of the International Union of Architects (UIA), as the primary vehicle for international activities;  including the work of the Professional Practice Commission, the UIA/UNESCO Validation Committee and other committees and working groups; 
· agree to advise their governments on negotiations concerning market access and the provision of architectural services in their respective areas, under the WTO, APEC and other international and regional trade agreements; 
· recognize that environmental quality, consumer protection, and public safety, health and welfare require support through legislative backing and professional standards of design and practice.

KIA AND AIA AGREE TO COOPERATE:

in the development of activities outside the scope of their participation in the UIA, specifically, 

· continuing professional development and the AIA CES (Continuing Education System), to facilitate access for AIA and KIA members.

KIA AND AIA AGREE TO EXCHANGE INFORMATION:

to the extent that resources and priorities reasonably permit, on:

· professional ethics and standards, institutional governance, board and officer training, committee structures, program planning and assessment, in their respective organizations, Member Organizations and Chapters;

· architectural design and practice, to include legislation and public policy on planning, architecture, and environment; planning, conservation and construction codes; practice guides and standards; construction specifications and contracts; public and private procurement procedures;

· architect qualifying examination procedures and formats;
· and electronic means of communication and practice.

KIA AND AIA FURTHER AGREE:

to the extent that resources and priorities reasonably permit:

· to exchange liaison delegates and representatives, funded by the respective organizations, who may from time to time be invited as observers and deliver statements on behalf of their organizations;   

· to facilitate the exchange of architectural exhibitions and material for publication;

· to promote a better understanding by the relevant respective Registration Bodies and Legislative Organs of the architectural and professional standards and values pertaining in each others' areas;   

· to encourage their respective competent authorities to negotiate and agree on the mutual recognition of standards in education, examination, registration and licensing;

· to consult with one another so as to advance the work of the UIA through participation in its Congresses, Assemblies, Work Groups and Commissions.

THIS ACCORD IS EFFECTIVE:

between the KIA and the AIA until the creation of the Federation of Institutes of Korean Architects (FIKA).  FIKA is intended to be the representative body for the architectural profession in the Republic of Korea with, as member organizations, the professional architectural institutes of the Republic of Korea.  It will be the National Member Section that represents Korean architects to the International Union of Architects (UIA).

The KIA and the AIA agree that upon the creation of FIKA, this accord will terminate and that the AIA and FIKA, or another appropriate body representing the architectural profession in the Republic of Korea, may enter into the same or a new accord.

In the event that this accord continues between the KIA and the AIA, it shall be effective for five years from the date of signature unless abrogated by either party and may be revised at any time or may be continued by mutual agreement.
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
